Samson was rescued from the New Holland Pennsylvania broker lot on April 9, 2010. 
Because he was so thin, the CHR paid $250.00. He was quarantined for 30 days and 
has since moved to his foster home with Laurie Lee.

            On the weekend of May 8/9, 2010, a friend helped me go to Hagerstown, 
MD., to pick up my "foster child," Samson. He had been at this farm for his 
quarantine period, and was ready to move to his Foster Home. Joe Renner had been 
taking a personal interest in this boy while he was at the facility, and had become very 

fond of the gelding. He trailered like champ, munching hay quietly, and he never broke a sweat. Every state 
we went through had construction So there were loud noises and bright lights at each work area! Surprisingly, 
he took it all in stride. By the time we reached Maine it was 5:30 a.m. and it was cold and windy. Once I 
unloaded him, I led him to his stall and paddock. The two horses who live here were at full alert with their 
heads up and over the gate between the paddocks. He looked at them and let out a whinny that sounded very 
foal-like! That was the first noise he made on the entire trip! I put him in his stall Where he had lots of hay 
and water and then left him alone. I knew he'd need to lie down and rest, so I got him all set up in his new 
stall and went in to take my own nap!!  
            My first impressions of Samson are that he is even skinnier than I was expecting. Curly coats hide ribs 
and places lacking fat very well! When you have your hands on him you become painfully aware of his 
boniness! My vet, Jeff Fay, came today to start shots with the other horses, so he gave Samson an exam. From 
the door Jeff visually scored him a "2-plus." However, once he got his hands on him, he corrected his 
corrected the score to only 2.  We are getting a lot more company than usual. All of my friends and neighbors 
want to come to see Samson! He already has a special relationship 
with neighbor, Haley, who is 9 and has horse experience. Right now 
she is the only one who can walk right up to him while he is loose in 
his paddock! I can do it only if he is in his stall. He will take nothing 
from a human hand other than green grass, and spits out every treat 
he has been offered! He also won't eat cut up apple or carrot in his 
grain! He is eating very well though, but his weight has to go on 
slowly.

I had an interesting conversation with my "not horse oriented" husband when he came inside after mowing the 
grass in the back yard.  He said "The new kid must be feeling better."  I said "I assume you mean 
Samson?  What is he doing?"  David responded with "He's running around, bucking and playing like the foals 
used to."  I went to the back door to look out and he was doing a grand version of the young horse romp and 
one of his favorite things was to dig his haunches in to get up to Warp 9 as fast as he could and then slow 
down as he came to round the corner.  He's a very cute mover! 
            For the record, I weight taped Samson and he "weighed" 673 lbs. as of  May 12th.  He is only 13.2 
hands tall. When my vet was here on 05/11 he guessed that Samson would resume growing again and 
probably grow as much as another hand taller because he has very substantial leg bones. Therefore, he wants 
me to be certain that his diet is well balanced as he starts to grow again.  His appetite is improving daily, and 
he has gradually expanded his tastes beyond the endless hay and small amount of sweet feed he was getting.  
             We finally had two days over 80 degrees, so Samson got a really thorough bath with medicated 
shampoo. Sam was not sure about the whole bath idea at first.  In fact, he really would have preferred to skip it 
in the beginning.  I just held onto his lead line and let him walk around me if he had to. This led to his finally 
standing still. On the next day when it was still above 80 I decided that it was time for Sam to learn that the 
water in the bathtub is there for him to drink.  Lugging 5 gallon buckets of water for him several times a day 
was not something I wanted to continue to do.  Since he'd met the hose the day before, he was curious right 
from the start about what I was going to do with it this time.  I cleaned and filled the tub and splashed a lot as I 
did so.  Then I sat on the side of the tub and splashed in the water with my hand.  Slowly he came closer to 
where I could hold out my wet hand for him to sniff.  This led to him licking my wet hand, then my cupping 
two hands and him taking water from my hands!  I also ran my wet hand on his nose which must have felt 
good on the hot day.  From that day on he has been drinking from his tub!!  In fact, now he frequently rinses 
off grass clumps in his tub, and rinses out his mouth!  He gets his tub dirty at twice the rate of the 2 big 
horses!  Sometimes now he doesn't drink the full 10 gallons when in his stall overnight the way he had been. 
            Sam eats a lot and that alone keeps him pretty busy.  Sometimes though Sam forgets to eat because 
Sam also likes to watch the world go by.  He is fascinated by my crazy cat, Mario Andretti. . . .

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 You don’t need a fancy 
measuring device to find 
out how tall your horse is. 
All you need are: 
 
1. a tape measure 
2. a level 
 
With your horse standing 
on level ground, place the 
level on top of the highest 
part of his withers. Run 
the tape measure from the 
ground to the bottom of 
the level. Make sure the 
bubble indicates that the 
level is level. This is your 
measurement in inches. 
To convert to hands 

remember that there are 
four inches per hand. 
Hands start at  X.0, and go 
up in increments of X.1, 
X.2, X.3 and back to X.0.  
(X indicates the number 
of hands.) The number to 
the right of the decimal 
indicates how much 
beyond the “hand mark” 
you are. The .1 is one 
inch, the .2 is two inches 
(or half a hand since one 
hand is four inches), and 
the .3 is three inches. 
When you get to four 
inches, it rolls over to an 
even number in hands 
with a .0 meaning no extra 

inches.  
 Conversion can be tricky, 
so here is a handy guide!
